It is not expected that you will have a well-developed research topic right now, but indicate if possible the area of history in which you will likely write your thesis (e.g., medieval France, modern Middle East, American Civil War). PART III.  CONFIDENTIAL LETTER OF RECOMMENDATION

Ideally, the letter should be written by a member of the History faculty.  If this is not possible, you may request a letter from a faculty member in another department.  (A Teaching Assistant may write the letter if you believe that the teaching assistant knows your work better than any professor.)
